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INTRODUCTION

The adivasis in the Eastern Ghats of India have diverse traditional practices, wisdom
and knowledge handed down from generation to generation. However, this knowledge is
slowly fading into the past due to the socio-economic changes and mainstream influences.
It is also unfortunate that the mainstream education into which the adivasi children of the
current generations have been brought into, does not recognise the rich evolved knowledge
and science that exists among adivasi communities.

Dhaatri Resource Centre's Balamitra Badis, the education programme of Samata.
works for the strengthening of adivasi science and knowledge through education. We work
with adivasi children, youth, elders from the communities and with adivasi schools to research
and document these traditional oral practices and histories, which may soon be lost to the
world. The children’s literature developed by us is meant both for adivasi as well as
mainstream children and we hope that both will be enriched by the experiences of sharing
this knowledge.

Adivasi communities have their own languages which are mainly orally practised
and do not have a script. Due to the influences from external societies and the nature of
education curriculum practised where indigenous languages and knowledge do not find a
space, the languages of the indigenous communities are gradually going extinct. Our effort
is to strengthen these languages and to ensure that the younger generations of the adivasis
continue to live in these languages. We work with adivasi children in documenting their
mother tongues, and through this, not only to keep alive their languages but also their cultures
and their sense of identity as a rich community.

We present here the first of the series of Balamitra Glossary of Adivasi Languages of
Visakhapatnam and Srikakulam districts. The glossary consists of five adivasi languages —
Kui, Konda. Onya, Savara and Gadaba — with Telugu and English languages also included
here for a common reference. The Glossary has been put together by children and teachers
of Balamitra schools. Although Kui and Konda are linguistically considered to be the same
language, the children have documented them as two different languages, based on the
usage and understanding of words and languages in these villages. Hence, the glossary is
mainly a lay-person compilation with the help of children and the communities, but cannot
be considered a linguistic text.
